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ABSTRACT

This research had the objectives to : 1) develop storytelling activities of Early
Childhood to meet the 80/80 criterion of efficiency : 2) study the effectiveness index of
the listening and speaking of Early Childhood wisdom source : 3) Compare the language
listening ability of earlity childhood before and after the experience by Storytelling :
4) Compare the language speaking ability of earlity childhood before and after the
experience by Storytelling. The sample of this research are 19 early childhood studying
in second semester academic year 2014 at Dongkrangnoi, Dongkrangnoi Sub - district ,
Kasetwisai district, Roied province, The research instruments used consisted 20 plans of
storytelling Early Childhood, The test of 12 listening and 8 speaking, The statistics employed
were percentage, mean, and standard deviation and t-test Dependent Samples.
The results are as follows:
1. The storytelling activities of Early Childhood had its efficiency of 83.34/84.74
which could meet the preset 80/80 criterion of efficiency.
2. The effectiveness index of listening was 0.77 and speaking was 0.73 that
means the students’ learning progress was 77, 73 percent.
3. The early childhood who learn by storytelling activities has Listening ability
was higher from posttest scores than the pretest score with a statistic significantly at .05 level
4. The early childhood who learn by storytelling activities has Speaking ability

was higher from posttest scores than the pretest score with a statistic significantly at .05 level
