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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the independent study were to investigate the job performance of
community development volunteers in Kasetwisai District, Roi-Ed Province, to compare the
performance of the volunteers regarding different sub-districts, and to find useful suggestions
for the job performance. The target population was 569 research participants consisting of
sub-district headmen, village headmen and assistant village headmen. The instrument was a
questionnaire with a 0.98 reliability index. The statistics used were percentage, mean and
standard deviation.

Results of the research were as follows:

1. The research findings showed that the overall job performance of the
community development volunteers was at a high level. The two high rated items of the
performance were a leader and a supporter of community development.

2. The findings indicated that the overall performance of the volunteers regarding
the different sub-districts in Kastwisai District was not significantly different.

3. In conclusion, the study suggests that the volunteers should establish and
promote learning centers in the communities. The community development should be
managed systematically and sustainably. The development plan should be organized by all
stakeholders in the communities. The volunteers should plan and manage problems in the

communities carefully, particularly drug problems based on their knowledge and abilities.



There should be a drug training course for people and drug campaign networks in the
communities. The sufficiency economy philosophy should be promoted by the volunteers for

well-being of people in the communities.
