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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: 1) develop the lesson plans for
vocabulary learning by using exercises for 5thgrade studentswith the efficiency value
(E1/E2) of 75/75, 2) to compare the students’ vocabulary learing achievement
before and after learning with the developed exercises, 3) to findthe students’
satisfaction after learing with the developed exercises, and 4) to assessthe retention
of the students’ vocabulary learning. The research subjects weretwelve 5thgrade

students of Sa-ardPrachasan School, Kalasin Primary Educational Service Area Office



1in the 2" semester of academic year 2013. The instruments used for data
collection were 1) eight2-hour-lesson plans with the developed exercisesfor
vocabulary learning for5" grade students. 2) eight vocabulary learning exercises for
5" grade students. 3)a 4-multiple- choicevocabulary learning achievement test with
30 items assessed by criterion-referenced evaluation method and 4)a 5-rating scale
questionnaire on students’ satisfaction with the developed exercises. The statistics
used for data analyses were mean, and standard deviation. The t-test(independent
samples) was used for hypothesis testing.

The research results were as follows:

1. The efficiency index of the lesson plans for vocabulary leaning by using
exercises for 5 grade students was75/75.

2. The students’ vocabulary learning achievement score after learning
with the developed exercises was higher than that of before learning with the
developed exercises at the .01 level of the stasticticalsignificance.

3.The overall students’ satisfaction with the developed exercises for
vocabulary learning was at a high level (;<:4.71, S.D. =0.48).

4. There was no difference between the retention of vocabulary

learning and posttestscores of vocabulary learning achievement.
