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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) study phenomena and a probability of phenomena
occurrences in the context of learning management in a vocational education classroom, 2)
study teacher expectations and student perceptions according to the teacher expectations from
phenomena in the context of learning management in a vocational education classroom, and
3) study a hidden curriculum occurred from phenomena in the context of learning
management in a vocational classroom. Data collection was used a lesson plan analysis, a
teaching observation, an interview, and questionnaire responses. The informants included 44
teachers and 92 students from 4 colleges of vocational education under the commission of
vocational education, obtained using the purposive sampling technique. Research instruments
included a lesson plan analysis form, a teacher observation form, a teacher interview form, a
student interview form, a teacher questionnaire and a student questionnaire. The collected
data were analyzed using a frequency, a probability and a percentage.

The major findings were as follows:

1.There were 5 areas of a phenomena diversity in the context of learning
management in a vocational education classroom: instructional activities; measurement and
evaluation; environment, media and resources for learning; operation pattern; and symbolic
language. The phenomena and the highest probability percentage of phenomena occurrences

in each area as perceived by the teachers were; activity stage instruction, assignment



submission date; organized materials and equipment keeping, polite dressing, and usage of a
“yes” word in speaking.

2. A majority of the students showed perceptions relevant to the teacher
expectations. The highest perceptions of teacher expectations in each area included: objective
instruction, usage of a right/wrong sign for informing a correct/incorrect answer,organized
materials and equipment keeping for order, usage of strict measures for building classroom
disciplines, and praising for student reinforcement.

3.Hidden curriculum consisted of a positive hidden curriculum and a negative
hidden curriculum. For a positive hidden curriculum — what the student perceived results in a
good performance, these were: having an opportunity for self thinking perceived from
learning refection, classroom attendance and attentiveness for passing the examination
perceived from each test feedback, valuing of classroom materials perceived from using rural
materials and media, on — time learning perceived from teacher on — time teacher, and feeling
of warmness and friendliness perceived from student physical toughing and contact. And for
a negative hidden curriculum — what the student perceived does not result in a good
performance, these were: feeling of upsetting because of dirty and disorganized work pieces
perceived from crossing and revising work assignment, material valuing perceived from
built-in air conditioning / electric fans in the classroom, feeling of boredom or exhaustion due
to exceeded learning content perceived from teaching content over the curriculum assigned,
and feeling of pressure, stress and being afraid of making teacher disappointment perceived

from the teacher usage of expectation words.
