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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to construct of measurement in
desirable characteristics on the public mind for Matthayomsueksa 3 Students 2) to
find the quality of measurement in desirable characteristics on the public mind 3)
to construct regular norm for the interpretation of desirable characteristics on
public mind. The 819 sample of this research were Matthayomsueksa 3 Students
studying in the 2 ™ semester of the academic year 2558 from the Office of
Educational Service Area 27, obtained using the multi — stage random sampling
technique. Instruments used this research was the desirable characteristics on
public mind for Matthayomsueksa 3 Students. Such as situation measurement of
multiple choice and 30 item. Find quality, Index of Item - Objective Congruence,
the Discrimination indices, the construct validity and reliability. Confidence value
using the formula then took scale desirable characteristics on public mind to the
sample and test results then create normal to interpret the score.

The result of the study were as follows : 1) The measurement in desirable
characteristics on the public mind for Matthayomsueksa 3 Students have 30 item,
4 multiple choices include 5 the help parent, teachers the willingness of work
item, 5 the volunteer work for others with physical strength, encouragement and
intelligence without hope of return item, 5 the share many thing, properties etc,

and help to solve the problem or create happiness for others item, 5 the



maintenance of public property and environmental with willingness item, 5 the
participant which benefit the school a community and society item, 5 participants
to solve problems or contribute create the common good of situations that
happen item. 2) The scale desirable characteristics on public mind were Index of
ltem — Objective Congruence (I0C) from .60 to 1.00, and the discrimination indices
was in the range of .238 - .729, The analysis of construct validity by confirm the
component model was consistent with empirical data X* = 14.458 X%/df = 1.807
SRMR = .022 CFl = 991 TLI = .984 RMSEA= .046. The reliability desirable
characteristics on public mind scale was .901. 3) Results normalized T-score
showed that normal in the range of T3, to Ts, Level of the scale desirable
characteristics on public mind for Matthayomsueksa 3 Students was low level to
very high level . The results of study was found that 28.94 % of the Students had
T-score at high level and 34.06% of the Students had T-score at fairy high level,
while 23.69 % had T-score at medium level and 12.21 % had T-score at fairy low
level. Only 1.09% of the Students had T-score at low level. The most Students

had the scale desirable characteristics on public mind whit a fairy high level .
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
