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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to develop and test a community development
model by Lue tribesparticipation in Ban Nam Ngen, Vieng Phoukha District, Luang Nam Tha
Province, Lao People's Democratic Republic (PDR). The research was implemented into
three stages : stages 1, to study current circumstances, problems and needs for community
development by Lue tribesparticipation. The sample was 81 households. For the quantitative
data, the researcher analyzed data by using statistic method with frequency and percentage.
stages 2, to development a community development by Lue tribesparticipation by experts in
community development by the method of participation; stage 3, trial evaluation of
community development by Lue tribesparticipation. The target group composes of 25
households of Lue tribes in Ban Nam Ngen, Vieng Phoukha, Luang Nam Tha, Lao People's
Democratic Republic (PDR). The experiment was a 1 year. Data obtained were analyzed
using a MANOVA : Repeated Measures. The results of the research foune that :

1. The recruitment of Lue tribes in Ban Nam Ngen with 81 household, 113
families, and a population of 337. The Lue tribes to different religious groups with the
majority of prople practicing Buddhism. The problems can be classified into 5 types:

1) health problems, 2) environment prevention, 3) primary health care,



4) potential community development, and 5) poverty and debt. Most people needed to
develop a primary health and strengthen local economy.

2. The community development model by Lue tribesparticipation in Ban Nam Ngen
should be development project to organize themselves to solve their own 2 problems basesd
on the need of Lue tribes. Primary health care must develop demonstration healthvillage
project. Strengthening community economy development must be provided for all occupation
consists of Demonstration healthvillage project, feeding hen project, feeding pig project,
mushroom planting project, feeding fish project, feeding frog project and vegetables
gardening project.

3. The experimental result indicated that The Lue tribes community after
development by community participation model were significantly higher than that before

development by community participation model, at the .05 level.
