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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study the state of academic administration
towards excellence of schools under the Office of Secondary Educational Service Area
26 according to opinions of school administrators and academic teachers. The research
samples were 40 school administrators and 73 academic teachers which determined by
the Krejcie, R\V. and Morgan, D.W. tables, stratified random sampling. The instruments
used for data collecting were a 5-rating scale questionnaire with 45 questions whose
entire reliability coefficient was 0.94, and interview. The statistics used for analyzing the
collected data were frequency, mean, standard deviation, t-test Independent, and
qualitative content analysis.

The findings were as follows : 1) the overall opinion of the school administrators
and academic teachers about the state of academic administration towards excellence
of schools under the Office of Secondary Educational Service Area 26 was at a high level.
Considering each aspect, it demonstrated that curriculum and curriculum management
was practiced at the highest level. However, the following 4 aspects: educational
supervision, educational measurement, credit transfer and evaluation, internal quality
assurance and education standard system development, and learning process
development were practiced at a high level, arranged respectively from lowest to
highest mean. 2) Results of comparison of the opinion between the school
administrators and academic teachers concerning the state of academic administration

towards excellence of schools under the Office of Secondary Educational Service Area



26 showed that they had different state of academic administration towards excellence
at .05 level of significance. 3) After analyzing the study, the writer draws a conclusion
based on the research that has been done according focus group interviews about
academic administration towards excellence guidelines of schools under the Office of
Secondary Educational Service Area 26. The top three guidelines are as follows
respectively: (1) in terms of educational supervision, supervisors should apply various
supervision methods during their classroom observation. They shall not visit classes and
only observe what happens in the class, but also share and exchange information, give
advice, and so on. (2) In order to enhance education supervision systematic
management, mixed and appropriate models should be used, namely needs analysis for
educational supervision, educational supervision plan, educational supervision process,
supervisor evaluation report, and praise and appreciation. (3) And supervision

management should be conducted in both formal and informal manners.
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
