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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were: 1) to study and compare local curriculum
administrative management of the basic education school classified by their statuses, and
school’s sizes; and 2)to study suggestions about the approach for local curriculum administrative
management of the basic Education School in. The subjects of the study consisted of 352 school
administrators and teachers from 35 schools. The instruments used in this research were
structured interview and 3 aspects questionnaire including preparation of local curriculum
frameworks, promotion support, and supervision of local-level quality. The reliability of the
questionnaire is 0.98. Data were analyzed by using statistical analysis includes percentage, mean,
and standard deviation. Hypothesis was analyzed by using F-test (One-way Analysis of
Variance) statistical analysis,t-test (Independent Sample).

Results of the study 1) The results of the study of local curriculum administrative
management of the basic education school revealed that the overall is in high level. 2) The
comparisons of the local curriculum administrative management of the basic education school,
divided by statuses, there was a significant difference at the level of .05; when divided by
school’s size, there was a significant difference at the level of .05. 3) The suggestions about local
curriculum administrative management of the basic education school were that the preparation of
local curriculum frameworks, the schools should provide an opportunity for teachers and relevant
person to specify the school and local curriculum under the need of learners, parents and
communities. The quality supervision aspect, the schools should create a system and develop

information system for the educational quality assurance system. The local- level promotion



support aspect, the schools should set opportunities for teachers and communities to involve in

setting policy, action plan, and target and direction of the development of quality education.
