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ABSTRACT

This research aimed: (1) to study learning activity management by using
Harrow’s theory with social learning network; (2) to assess students’ practical skills by
using Harrow’s theory and social learning network; and (3) to survey students’
satisfaction with the learning activities for promoting practical skills by using Harrow’s
theory with social learning network. The action research design was employed for the

study. The target students were forty five 11"

grade students at Phadungnaree
School group of in the second semester of 2017. The research instruments consisted
of (1) lesson plans based on Harrow’s theory and social learning network, (2) a
practical skill test, (3) a questionnaire, and (4) students’ diary. The qualitative data
was analyzed, interpreted and summarized in the form of descriptive report. The
quantitative data was analyzed by the percentage, mean, and standard deviation.
The research results showed that: (1) the learning activities designed by
Harrow’s theory with social learning network provided the students to plan and
practice the practical skills, and the students could check the results and apply the
knowledge to search for more knowledge from the social learning network.
Additionally, they could share the opinions, good interaction, and happy learning
with classmates and teacher. The findings indicated that the learning activities

improved their practical skills at a high level; (2) the average score of the students for

practical skills after learning with the activities of “Multimedia Presentation” designed



by Harrow’s theory and social learning network was higher before learning with the
activities; and (3) the overall satisfaction of the students with the learning activities
for enhancing practical skills by using Harrow’s theory with social learning network

was at a high level.
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
