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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to : 1) develop learning activities of
Thai dance skills according to Davies’ instructional model for Matthayom Suksa 1
students with the efficiency value in keeping with standardized criteria of 80/ 80,
2) compare students’ Thai dance skills achievement with the standardized criteria of
80 3) find out students’ Thai dance skills learning through Davies’ instructional model,
and 4) examine students’ satisfaction towards Thai dance learning through Davies’
instructional model. The samples were 50 students in Matthayom Suksa 1/11 at
Sarakhampittayakhom School under the Secondary Education Service Area Office 26.
The research instruments consisted of 1) the lesson plans based on Davies’ instruction
model, 2) an achievement test, and 3) an assessment form of Thai dance skills
4) a questionnaire on students’ satisfaction. The statistics used for data analysis were
Percentage, Mean, Standard deviation and Dependent samples t-test.

The research results were found as follows : 1) the efficiency values of learning
activities were 86.90/86.27 according to standardized criteria, 2) students’ Thai dance
skills achievement learning through the developed learning activities was 86. 27

followed in the criteria of 80 at .01 level of the statistical significance 3) students’



Thai dance skills was in good level (85.44%), 4) students’ overall satisfaction was in

high level (X = 4.29, S.D. = 0.68).
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
