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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research aimed to study silk weaving wisdoms of Ban Saphai,
Chanasomboon district, Champasak province, Lao People’s Democratic Republic, and to design
the guidelines of women’s roles on silk weaving career inheritance. The samples consisted of
totally 265 silk weaving women by Krejcie and Morgan’s a table of sample size and a simple
random sampling technique. A questionnaire and an in depth interview were employed to collect
data. The statistics used were a percentage, a mean, and a standard deviation, including a content
analysis for the interview. The focus group technique was used to critic the guideline draft of
women’s roles.

The results of the research showed that; (1) the silk weaving wisdoms of Ban Saphai,
Chanasomboon district, Champasak province, Lao People’s Democratic Republic as a whole,
such as silk weaving, silk pattern design, Lao silk features, silk dying, silk reeling, and mulberry
planting were at the moderate level. Women’s roles on silk weaving inheritance as a whole and in
each aspect of women’s roles, silk weaving inheritance, and silk weaving career were at the high
level. The overall inheritance of silk weaving career included an analysis of raw material price,
raw material import from other sources, continuous silk weaving, government supports, silk

handmade group, and searching for local raw materials were at the high level;



(2) guidelines of women’s roles on silk weaving career inheritance of Ban Saphai consisted of
(2.1) Promoting silk weaving wisdom for women in Ban Saphai (2.2) Creating a silk unique of

Ban Saphai, and (2.3) Promoting silk producing for sale.
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
