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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research were to 1) study of guide the development of
listening and speaking skills of 3" year of Vocation Certificate student;
2) development activities of listening and speaking skills of 3" year of Vocation
Certificate student; 3) compare the listening and speaking skills of 3" year of
Vocation Certificate student; and 4) study the student satisfaction toward the
development activities of listening and speaking skills. The research target group was
3" year of Vocation Certificate student at Khon Kaen College of Agriculture and
Technology, section 2 totally 29 persons. The instruments used in the research are
six types; 1) recording form for analyze the document research; 2) Interview form
about the guide development of listening and speaking skills of 3" year of Vocation
Certificate student 3) lesson plan of activities development of listening and speaking
skills, 10 plans; 4) the form of listening and speaking skills assessment; and 5) a
questionnaire satisfaction of students toward the development activities of listening
and speaking skills. The statistics used for data analysis were mean, standard
deviation, and Pair hoteling T

The research results Showed that 1) the most important skill in English for
students is listening and speaking which teaching should; 1.1) learning activities must
be fun. Inspirational Teachers need to update their curriculum. There is a technology
link to use activities such as video clips, short films; 1.2) teachers must adapt their
instruction from Passive to Active. Students will learn self-knowledge through action

and design activities in accordance with the real situation by simulation; 1.3) speaking



English does not need to focus on grammar. Can we understand each other without
having to speak perfect English? May communicate with body language or body
language; 1.4) Speaking must begin with listening. When listening, it will make correct
pronunciation. As a result, Thai children have a lot of potential; 2) the activities
development of listening and speaking skills (totally 10 lessons) were considered at
highest appropriate level (X = 4.81 and S.D. = 0.04) and effectiveness of learning
activities (E,/E,) was 76.64/75.48); 3) The students who learned with activities
development of listening and speaking skills satistically significance at .01 level; 4)
the students who learned with the development activities of listening and speaking

skills satisfied overall at the highest level (X =4.54 and S.D. = 1.13)
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
