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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were to : (1) to explore the current conditions, utilization
and conservation of forest resources in DongHua Sao National Forest, Lao People’s Democratic
Republic; (2) to analyze the problems of the forest conservation management of the government
agencies; and (3) to formulate strategies for forest resource conservation andrestoration of Dong
Hua Sao National Forest. The samples were two hundred and ninety participants from two
hundred and ninety families of the communities inDong Hua Sao National Forest. They were
selected by simple random sampling. The data were collected by a questionnaire, structured an
interview form and an observation form. Descriptive analysis was used for the study.

The research findings showed that the overallphysical condition of the Dong Hua National
Forest has beenfairly serious. A lot of trees were cut continuously for planting areas and
settlement by people in and outside the communities. Additionally, the people violated forest
regulations by cutting threes for growing areas and housing, including illegal hunting of wild
animals in the national forest. The solutions for the problems are to stop invading forest and
natural resources by enforcing law and regulation strictly, proving thepeople andthe government
agencies with theparticipationin forest conservation, building awareness of the importance of
forestand sustainable forest conversation and restoration. Regarding mission of the forest
conservation and restoration consisted of : (1) stopping forest invasion and cutting trees urgently;
(2) establishing clear forest zone; (3) building awareness of forest and natural resources; (4)

enforcing laws and regulations for violators strictly; (5) forest restoration and upgrading life



quality of people; (6) preventing the new groups from forest invasion; (7) developing a system for
the forest protection through participation of all stakeholders; and (8) developing and managing

land appropriately for new settlers.
