Stage 1: Warm up
Teacher warm student up by asking question that related to lesson on page 48.

The questions are as follows:
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- What can you see in the large picture? (A photo of a family with
mother, father and
two children)

Can you describe them? (They’re wearing blue jeans and T-shirts of
different colures. The mother and the daughter have got long blonde
hair, the father has got short brown hair and the son has got short
blond hair)

Where are they? (In the front garden)

What can you see in the background? (The family’s house, a white
fence, flowers, and some large trees)

What can you see in the two small pictures? (An old radio and a
modern car)

Stage 2: Presentation
1. Let student read out loud the instruction on page 48 EX.1 then teacher write
the question on the board: Megan: How do you think her life change? After
that turn on CD1/Track 41 for them to listen 3 times. First time let them listen
and read in mind follow the track, next turn, pause the track along the sentence

to check the students’ understanding of vocabulary and story.

Teacher motivate student to express their opinion about the reading and let
them describe Megan’s character. Then teacher ask them about similar experience
with Megan that happened to them and their family and let their freedom express.
After that, turn on the track again to check their reading and pronunciation.
2. Teacher presents character vocabulary for them by dividing them into a group
of 5 and gives them the 40 vocabulary cards to find out the meaning.
Character adjectives: shy, lovable, nutty, intelligent, lonely, sociable,
charming, brave, cunning, generous, reserved, shy, selfish, stubborn,
outgoing, intelligent and sensitive
Teacher shows the card on the board for letting them read it out and practice
their pronunciation then let them do matching activity. Check out their answer
together after 10 minutes and read along with them.

Let them read out loud together again and explain them about how to use.
Weak classes: teacher helps them in reading and translating.

Teacher explains more about how to use “used to”. We use 'used to' for
something that happened regularly in the past but no longer happens.

We also use it for something that was true but no longer is.

3. Teacher writes the vocabulary about character on the board and let students
build the sentence by using used to structure. For example; selfish, reserved, shy,
stubborn, sensitive

I used to be . Now I’'m not.
Stage 3: Practice
1. After let them remember all vocabularies, teacher presents them “Guess the
card” to help them remember vocabulary and having fun.
1.1 Separate students to be a group of 4-5 people
1.2 Give each group a set of vocabulary card. Each card will have 2
sides; one has picture, vocabulary and meaning, once has just only picture and

vocabulary.
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1.3 Let them try to remember all vocabularies in the set of cards in 10

minute.

1.4 After 10 minute, teacher keeps back the set of cards then teacher
shows them the cards which has only picture and vocabulary which group that can
quickly guess the meaning, correctly pronunciations and give the correct example
sentence of each word will get 1 point. And after finishes all the words which group
gets the most point will be the winner.

1. Ask students to bring their two pictures, one is present picture and other
one is a picture when they were young, to compare lifestyle of 2 pictures.
2. Let them find out other vocabulary to describe person moreover teacher
gave them for example: aggressive, friendly, careful, careless, quiet,
serious, polite, happy, sad, jealous, easy-going, moody, sociable, patient,

impatient, and competitive.

appearance to show in class by writing their name in the first low and their

word in the second low.
