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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were (1) to study opinions on development of
Walk Rally training model (WR) of sex education teachers, (2) to develop WR training
model for sex education teachers, (3) to study how to implement WR training model
for sex education teachers, and (4) to evaluate and monitor implementation of WR
of sex education teachers.

The research was divided into 4 stages. Stage 1, Research, was analyzing of
background information of opinions on development of WR training model of sex
education teachers. The target group of this stage was 234 teachers from schools in
Roi-Et municipality area. Stage 2, Development, was designing of development of WR
training model for sex education teachers. Purposive Sampling was used in this stage
to select 25 targets for a try-out training. Stage 3, Implement, is employing the WR
training model in sex education teaching. The target group was 16 sex education
teachers - selected by Purposive Sampling - from schools in Roi-Et municipality area,
Roi-Et  Province. Stage 4, Evaluation, was evaluating and monitoring the
implementation of WR training model of the sex education teachers. The targets
were divided into 2 groups : 1) 3 sex education teachers - selected by Purposive
Sampling - from schools in Ro-Et municipality area who had participated in Stage 3,
and 2) 40 students - selected by Purposive Sampling - in mattayomseuksa 1 to 3
from schools in Roi-Et municipality area. Statistics used in analyzing the collected
data were frequency, percentage, means, standard deviation, and t-test. The results

of this research were the following. 1) The opinions on development of WR training



of sex education teachers were found at high levels (X = 2.94, S.D. = 0.23), 2) The
development of WR training for sex education teachers was found at the highest
level (X =4.56, S.D. = 0.35). 3) In terms of efficiency of WR training programs for sex
education teachers, it was found that the programs’ efficiency level was 92/95.42
which was higher than the determined standard—=80/80, 4) From a comparison of
knowledge before and after training, it was found that the after-training scores were
higher than before-training scores with a significant statistic level at 0.05, 5) In terms
of satisfaction of the implementation of the WR training model in sex education
teaching, it was found that the target teachers’ satisfaction were at highest levels
