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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to (1) study the level of knowledge and understanding
based on the philosophy of sufficiency economy, (2) study the level of living
behavior based on the philosophy of sufficiency economy, (3) compare the level of
living behavior based on the philosophy of sufficiency economy. This classified by
gender, age, status and work experience, and (4) study the relationship between the
level of knowledge including understanding and living behavior based on the
philosophy of sufficiency economy of teachers under the Office of Non-formal and
Informal Education, Khon Kaen Province. The subjects consisted of 257 teachers
under the Office of Non-formal Education and Informal Education, selected through
multi-stage sampling. The tools used in the research were 20 items of paper test and
30 items of questionnaire. The statistics used in this research were frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test (Independent), One-way ANOVA and
Pearson product-moment correlation coefficient.

The results of the research were as follows; (1) The level of knowledge and
understanding based on the philosophy of sufficiency economy of teachers under
the Office of Non-formal and Informal Education, Khon Kaen Province were mostly at
a moderate level; (2) The level of living behavior based on the philosophy of
sufficiency economy of teachers was rated at a high level as a whole. Considering

each aspect, the highest level of living behavior was the reasonableness and the



level of behavior was at a high level were the moderation and self-immunity; (3) The
comparison of the level of living behavior based on the philosophy of sufficiency
economy indicated that genders, status and work experience were not significant
difference as a whole and an individual. On the other hand, teachers with different
age and self-immunity were significantly different in living behavior at .05 level, and
4) The relationship between the knowledge, understanding and the level of living

behavior were statistically significant at 0.1 level.
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
