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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the study were to study and to compare the opinion of the
community committee towards the work performance of Najan Sub-district Municipality,
Muang District, Kalasin Province. This classified by their inhabitant community. The
samples were 91 community committees seEectéd through the stratified random sampling
and simple random sampling. The instrument used for collecting data was the five- rating
scale questionnaire with the reliability value at.91. The statistics used were frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation and One way ANOVA with the statistic

significance at .05 level.
Fhe results of the research were as follows;

1. The overall opinion of the community committee towards the work
performance of Najan Sub-district Municipality, Muang District, Kalasin Province was
rated at good level. As considered by aspects, six aspects were rated at good level;
the cleaning of the road or path and public place including the rid of refuse ;«md
rubbish, the maintenance of art, tradition and local wisdom and local good culture,
the protection and restraint of infectious disease, the provision of fire - fighting
equipment, the development of women, children, juveniles, elders and invalids. Two
aspects were rated at satisfied level; the provision and the maintenance of land way
and water way, the provision of the private person to be educated and trained,

2. The comparison of the opinion of the community committee towards
the work performance of Najan Sub-district Municipality, Muang District, Kalasin
Province classified by inhabitant community by overall and all aspects was not
different with the statistic at .05 level.

3. The highest frequency suggestions of each aspect were as follows; the

public hazard volunteers should cooperated with the police to keep the order at night,

the mosquitoes should be sprayed more often, the fire-fighting equipment should be
up to date, he people should be educated about the occupation, the group of the
women, the youth and the invalids should be promoted and the group of the

community lfocal wisdom should be clearly promoted.
