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Abstract

The independent study has two objectives: first, to study the level of political
participation of people in Dongkrangyai Sub-distict Administrative Organization,
Kasetwisai district, Roi-Et province; second, to compare the level of political participation
of people in Dongkrangyai Sub-district Administrative Organization, Kasetwisai district,
Roi-Et province. The subjects consisted of 367 eligible voters in Dongkrangyai Sub-
district Administrative Organization. The instrument for collecting data was a rating scale
questionnaire with 0.958 reliability coefficients. Statistical analyses were percentage,
frequency, mean, standard deviation, independent samples t-test, and one-way ANOVA

(F-test),
The results found are as follows.

1.The overall political participation of people in Dongkrangyai Sub-
district Administrative Organization, Kasetwisai district, Roi-Et province was rated at
a moderate level (X = 3.37). Considering each aspect, the all aspects were shown at
a moderate level; political election (X =3.47 ), political election campaign (X =336 ), and
political news awareness (X = 3.21 ).

2. The comparison of political participation of people in Dongkrangyai
Sub-district Administrative Organization, Kasetwisai district, Roi-Et province in terms of

gender, age, level of education, and occupation. The results revealed these findings.




2.1 In term of gender, their overall political participation were not
significantly different,

2.2 In term of age, their overall political participation were not
significantly different except the political news awareness was significantly different at the
significance level of .05,

23 In term of level of education, their overall political
participation were not significantly different.

2.4 In term of occupation, their overall political participation were
not significantly different.

3. The suggestions toward political participation of people namely; 1) the
seminar or training regarding political election should be provided for the villagers and the
campaign against vote buying should be launched; 2) the public relation of political
participation should be provided continually and the candidates from the political parties
should meet the villagers; and 3) the communication channels concerning political election

and political participation should be found.
