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ABSTRACT

This research was aimed fo study and to compare the role of the village chief and
Headman on the conflicts solving in the community of Kantharawichai District,
Mahasarakham province, including the useful suggestion. The population used for study were
the village chicf and headman living at the community of Kantharawichai District,
Mahasarakham province consist of 193 persons. The instrument for collecting data was the
five rating scale questionnaire with 931 of reliability. The statistics for analysis were
frequency, percentage. arithmetic mean, standard deviation, r-test (independent sample),

F-test (One Way ANOVA). And the quality data was analyzed by the content analysis.

The research results were found as follows ;

1. The role of the village chief and Headman on the conflicts solving in the
community of Kantharawichai District, Mahasarakham province were in the high level for 3
aspects; the Reconciliation { X = 4.03), the Cooperation ( X =3.95), and the Compromise
(/T( = 3.67) and were in the moderate level for two: the Compulsion (3(” =13.25) and the
Avoidance { X =310 respectively.

2. The comparison results of role of the village chief and Headman on the conflicts
solving in the community of Kantharawichai District, Mahasarakham province were found
that; It's classificd by position was different by statistical significant at .05 levels for two
aspects; the Avoidance and the Compromise. Then classified by working experience was

different by statistical significant at .05 levels for two aspects; the Compulsion and the



Compromise. However, classified by their age and education level were not different by
statistical significant at .05 levels.

3. The useful suggestions were found that; the Leaders should exercise authority
within the limits of the law correctly, fair, the main virtues 4 (met’cifully sympathetic joy
equanimity) in solutions, calm, non-emotional, non-violent, open to the community
participate in the solufion, the power law was strictly prohibited, acting police to catch
criminals and solve problems, development activities, community and encourage people to be
role models to the community, and self-confidence, knowledge and will be able to resolve the
issue by a majority, a relationship with the local people as well, to focus on youth because of
the controversy often playing game; did not go to school, recruiting creative activities for
young people to do, held together frequently to discuss and work seriously and work together
in solving problems, listen to others to analyze and solve problemns rationally, avoid using the
power or prestige of others, organized to develop the community as paricipatory and

transparency seriously as role models.
