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Methodology) aims to study the model of the political democracy of the people by gender,
age, education, and occupation based on knowledge, attitudes and practices. The sample used
in this study were the voters aged 18 years or more of the 362, which is derived from a
random sample simple tool used to collect data was the knowledge and the stage were the
first and the second by means of a population sample that is representative of the papulation.
