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ABSTRACT

This rescarch aimed to study the political culture of people and to study factors
correlated to the political culture of people in Nong-no Sub-district, Mueang district, Maha
sarakham province, including the useful suggestions about how to develop the political culture.
The sample was 375 people who had a right for voting and living at Nong-no Sub-district,
Mueang district, Maha sarakham province, they were selected by Taro Yamane sampling sized
and Stratified Random Sampling. The instrument was the five rating scale questionnaire
concerning political culture with 0.94 of reliability. The statistics were frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation and Chi-square test by statistical significant at .05 levels. The quality

data was analyzed by the content analysis.
The research results were found as follows;

1. The political culture of Nong-No villagers,district mahasarakham as overall
were at high level 5 considering was each aspect showed that there were 2 aspects were at high
level and only 1 aspect was moderated ; Attitude towords Thai politics, ihe political participation
and knowledge of politics respectively.

2. The factors correlated to political culture of Nongno villagers as statistical
significant at 0.5 jevel were being a member of a political party Education lavel and monthly
income on the other hand factors which not corretated including a gender, occupation, marital

status, age a number of household member.



3. The suggestions for developing the political culture of Nong-No villagers
were shown as following (1) Arranging community activities to villagers sothat they can deeply
understand the Thai politics (2) there should be love and harmony among villagers were required
although they’re difference ideas (3) promote role of politics in township to studying together by
participation. (4) Build the power combine concept for people so that realize their competency,
however, the concerning. Organization should take action, (5) Seting organization in order to

promote and develop the political role for making policy and set an information.
