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ABSTRACT

This research was aimed to study and to compare the operation following fo the
good governance on the opinion of the local governments officer, Nongkungsri district,
Kalasin Privince classified by their gender, age, income, working times and working position,
including the useful suggestion. The sample use for study was the local government officers
working in Nongkungsti district, Kalasin Province consist of 154 persons, they were selected
the simple random sampling. The instrument for collecting data was the five rating scale
questionnaire with reliability of .80. The statistics use for analysis were frequency,
Percentage, Mean, deviation. standard (SD), t-test (Independent sample) and F-test

(ANOVA)

The research results were found as follows;

1. The operation following to the good governance on the opinion of the local
governments officer, Nongkungsti district, Kalasin Privince as overall and all aspect were at
high level, considering each aspect found that; The rule of law, The participation, The
responsibility, The transparency, The Morality and the efficiency respectively.

2. The comparison results of The operation following to good governance on the
opinion of the local governments officer, Nongkungsri district, Kalasin Privince found that;

classified by their age as overall and all aspects were different by statistical significant at .05



levels, classified by their working position as overall and aspect of The rule of law, The
transparency, The responsibility, The Morality and the efficiency were different by statistical
significant at .05 levels. However, classified by their gender, income and working times were
indifferent.

3. The useful suggestions about how to develop the good governance in the local
government found that; the local government should focus on the rule of law to achieve the
maximum benefit, there should be suitable for implementation in various functions, should
disclose the information or local government activities that are intended to make people be
aware of|, should clearly define the responsibilities and authorities, there must adhere to more
responsible, should have listened to the comumunity and the public opinion and the resources

should be focused on the value and benefit.
