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ABSTRACT

This rescarch aimed to study and compare the public’s opinion towards the
operation on good governance of the Thako sub-district administrative organization, Mueng
district, Nakonpanom province classified by gender, age and education, including the
suggestions about how to develop the good governance. The sample was 383 people who’s
i8 of age or up, living at area of Thako sub-district administrative orgénization, Mueng
district, Nakonpanom province; they were selected Taro Yamane sampling sized, the
stratified random sampling and simple random sampling. The instrument was the five rating
scale with .96 of reliability. The statistics were frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, test (independent sample), F-test (One — Way ANOVA ) and LSD (Least
significant difference) method. |

The research results were found as follows;

1. The public's opinion towards the operation on good governance of the Thako
sub-district administrative organization, Mueng district, Nakonpanom province as overall was
at moderated level, considering each aspect found there’s high level for two and moderated
for four, sorting arithmetic mean from highest to lowest; the transparency, the participation,
the morality, the cost-effectiveness, and responsibility respectively.

2. The comparison of the public’s opinion towards the operation on good

governance of the Thako sub-district administrative organization, Mueng district,



Nakonpanom province classified by their gender and age were indifferent, however,
classified by their education was different by statistical significant at .05 levels.

3. The useful suggestion found that; The policy must be consistent with the
problems and needs of the community, the executive should work with integrity and ethics,
the opportunities for public participation in development activities such as merit traditions
and monitor the functioning of most organizations, the management should be responsible for

the policies that are provided to maximize its budget and cost.
