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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the participation of community’s leader and Village
health volunteers on the local health fund operations, and study the factor affecting the
participation of community’s leader and Village health volunteers on the local health fund
operations at Natan sub-district, Thakuntho district, Kalasin province. The sample was 99 persons
consist of the Village health volunieers, the community’s leader, and the member of local council;
they were selected by Taro Yamne sampling sized and the Simple Random Sampling. The
instrument was the five rating scale with .90 of reliability. The statistics were the Frequency,
Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation, and testing hypothesis by the Multiple Linear Regression

Analysis. The quality data was analyzed by content analysis.
The research results were found as folows ;

1. The participation of community’s leader and Village health volunteers on the
local health fund operations at Natan sub-district, Thakuntho district, Kalasin province as overall
was at moderated levels, considering each aspects found at high level for one and moderated level
for 4, sorting arithmetic mean from highest to lowest; the evaluate, the initiative, the planning, the
operation, and beneficiaries respectively.

2. The factor affecting the participation of community’s leader and Village health
volunteers on the local health fund operations at Natan sub-district, Thakuntho district, Kalasin

province were the ability to participation, the opportunity to participation, and the education; the




variables can possibilities explain the variance of participation for 59.60% (R’ = 0.596,F =
46.63) by statistical significant at 0.01.

3. The useful suggestions for development the patticipation on the local health fund
operations; take a public relations the works funds to cover health insurance, the committee
should take a meetings regularly, clarify the understanding and performance of the public to know
thoroughly, take motivation such as compensation for committee / working / going to study etc,
coordinate with relevant agencies to exchange ideas and discuss the implementation of the

guidelines.
