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ABSTRACT

This research were to 1) the study opinion of the people towards the performance of
Srisawat Temple, Ta-lad sub-district, Muang , MahaSarakham Province, 2) compare the opinion
of the people which included sex, age, education, occupation, and the residence on Srisawat’s
progressing and 3) suggestions on Srisawat’s progressing, The sample groups were 310
Buddhist people who know as the Buddhism house holders in the Sriwawat communities. The
instrument was the questionnaire, 5 scales. Rating of 0.95 reliability index, The statistics were
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Independent samples, The data were
analyzed by F-test (One-way ANOVA) and be compared by LSD (Least Significant

Difference) as .05. significant,
The results are as foHows:

1. The opinion of the people onSrisawattemple was totally high, and also each
attitude was high which put in order from the highest to the lowest; administration,public
assistance, public housing, Buddhism dissemination, Religious studies, and accommodation

studies.



2. The resultsof the comparisonof the citizen attitude of the temple on the various
sexes, there were not different. Beside diffirent at .05 statistic significant this, the people in
various ages, various occupations, and various communities were at .05,

3. The suggestions for this study were mentioned about the temple management,
monks should have agreement and assigned the duties. For example, attention to activities,
training to preach, coordinating between the temple and communities, paying attention on
Buddhism dissemination, allowing children to appreciate in Buddhism, supporting to make merit,
arrange the stuff beneficially. Furthermore, the temple should prepare monks to have food from
people in the early moming, donate the good students continuously, promote adults to bring their
young kids to the temple, expand the time for making merit, and promote the various people to

make merit,
