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ABSTRACT

The purpose of research was to survey and compare the development strategy
implementation of Hinkong Municipality, Suwannaphum district, Roi-et Province according
to public opinion regarding their gender, age, educational background and village, including
finding some useful suggestions. The samples were 347 people who were 18 year old or up
and living at Hinkong Municipality Area, Suwannaphum district, Roi-et Province; they were
sized by Yamane method, and selected by simple random sampling. The instrument was the
rating scale questionnaire with .94 reliability index. The statistics used were frequency, mean,
standard deviation, t-test (Independent Samples) and F-test (One Way ANOVA) with .05
level of statistical significance and Scheffe method.

Results of research were as follows; (1) Development strategy implementation of
Hinkong Municipality, Suwannaphum district, Roi-et Province according to public opinion as
overall and all aspects were at high level, sorting mean from highest to lowest were the
economy, the public health, the social, the education/culture and religion, the infrastructure,
the natural resources and environment, the politics and administration, and the water
resources respectively. (2) The development strategy implementation of Hinkong Municipality,
Suwannaphum district, Roi-et Province according to public opinion regarding their gender,
educational background and village were not different, however regarding by age was significantly
different at the .05 level. (3) The useful suggests about the development strategy implementation

of Hinkong Municipality, found that; the municipality should provide the electric light bulb in



every village, set the religious activities continually to instruct the public mind, construct
the road to travel to agricultural occupations easily and thoroughly, provide activities for the
disabled especially promote the occupation for them, promote the public participate for

monitoring the management, provide the project for meeting with people continually.
