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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to: 1) develop reading comprehension ability in verse,
using reading comprehension drills for Mathayomsuksa 1 students in
Bannongnoeedam School, Tambon Nongno, Muang District, Mahasarakham Province,
to meet the efficiency ((E1/E2) of 80/80, and 2) to compare learning achievements
on reading comprehension in verse before and after learning using the drills. The
target group comprised 17 Mathayomsuksa 1 students in the second semester of the
academic year 2015, obtained through purposive selection. The research instruments
consisted of 1) learning organization plans, 2) drills, and 3) a learning achievement
test. The statistics employed were percentage, the mean, standard deviation, and t-

test. The research results were presented in tables and descriptive analysis.

The results are as follows:

1. The reading comprehension ability in verse developed by using the drills
for Mathayomsulsa 1 students of Bannongnoeedam School, Tambon Nongno, Muang
District, Mahasarakham Province had the efficiency (E1/E2) of 83.78/83.92.

2. The students had their learning achievements on reading comprehension in
verse, after learning using the drills, higher than before learning, with statistical

significance at the .05 level.
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
