ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) study phenomena and a probability of phenomena
occurrences in the context of learning management in a secondary classroom, 2) study
teacher expectations and students perceptions according to the teacher expectations from the
phenomena in the context of learning management in a secondary classroom, and 3) study a
hidden curriculum occurred from the phenomena in the context of learning management in a
secondary classroom. Data collection was used a lesson plan analysis, a teaching observation,
an interview and questionnaire responses. The informants included 40 teachers and 120
students from 5 schools for opportunity extension under the Maha Sarakham Office of
Secondary Education Region, secondary schools under the Maha Sarakham Administrative
Organization and schools under the Maha Sarakham Office of Secondary Education Region,
obtained using the purposive sampling technique. Research instruments included a lesson
plan analysis form, a teaching observation form, a teacher interview form, a student interview
form, a teacher questionnaire, and a student questionnaire. The collected data were analyzed
using a frequency, a probability and a percentage.

The major findings found were as follows :

1. There were 5 areas of a phenomenal diversity in the context of learning
management in a secondary classroom : instructional activities ; measurement and evaluation
; environment, media and resources for learning ; performance pattern ; and symbolic

language. The phenomena and the highest probability of phenomena occurrences in each area



as perceived by the teachers were : activity stage instruction, evaluation, criteria formulation,
organized materials and equipment keeping, polite dressing, and usage of a “teacher” word
representing the teacher.

2. A majority of the students showed perceptions relevant to the teacher
expectations. The highest percentage of teacher expectations in each area included :
knowledge lecturing for giving correct knowledge, remedial teaching assignment after class
for helping students with learning problems, beautiful decoration of the classroom for
creating a good learning atmosphere, polite dressing for a good model, and praising for
student reinforcement.

3. Hidden curricula consisted of a positive hidden curriculum and a negative
hidden curriculum. For a positive hidden curriculum - what the student perceived results in a
good performance, these were : working based on an accepted operation pattern perceived
from activity stages instruction, class attendance and attention to learning for passing an
examination perceived from each test feedback, building inspiration and imagination
perceived from posted pictures in the classroom, on-time learning perceived from name-
checking before class teaching, and need for attentive learning without teacher
disappointment perceived from teacher smiling. And for a negative hidden curriculum - what
the student perceived does not result in a good performance, these were : feeling of stress if
having no clear direction perceived from provision of opportunity for student generating
knowledge by one-self, capability in guessing due to having alterative answers for selecting
perceived from using an objective test, valuing of materials perceived from built-in air-
conditioning / electric fans in the classroom, feeling of uncomfortable sense due to having
negative attitudes toward teachers perceived from the teacher sitting on the student desk, and
feeling of insecurity and nervous condition perceived from physical touching and contact by

the teacher.
