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ABSTRACT

This research aims to study and compare the current situation, problems of
the local curriculum development of the academy to ASEAN community and
suggestions in the local curriculum development of academic to ASEAN community
in 3 Service Area Offices in Khon Kaen are Primary Education Service Area Office,
Secondary Education Service Area Office and Provincial Administrative Organization.
The sample consisted of 1,157 persons of administrators and teachers in the
academic year 2015. Which came from a stratified random sampling and simple
random sampling. The research instrument is the five levels scale questionnaire of
42 questions with the reliability of the questionnaire at 0.97. The percentage, mean,
standard deviation, Independent sample t-test and F-test (One-Way ANOVA) were
used for statistical data analysis.

The research findings found that:

1. Situation on the local curriculum development of the academy to ASEAN
community. Overall and each procedure results was at a “high” level. Considering
each department, overall and each procedures results was at a “high” level.
Problems on the local curriculum development of academy to ASEAN community.
Overall and each procedure results was at a “moderate” level. considering each

department under Secondary Education Service Area Office and Provincial



Administrative Organization. Found that overall and each procedure results was a
“moderate” level. Primary Education Service Area Office, overall and each produce
results of the problem in was at a “low” level.

2. Comparing situation on the local curriculum development of the academy
to ASEAN community. When classified by status. The according status was not
significantly different at a significance level of 0.05. When classified by each
department, not found the difference. When classified by size of educational
institutions. Found significantly different at a significant level of 0.05. When classified
by each department, found significantly different at a significance level of 0.05 in
Secondary Education Service Area Office and Provincial Administrative Organization.

3. Comparing problems of the local curriculum development of the academy
to ASEAN community. When classified by status found significantly different at a
significance level of 0.05. When classified by each department, found significantly
different at a significance level of 0.05 only in Primary Education Service Area Office.
When classified by size of educational institutions found significantly different at a
significance level of 0.05.

4. The recommendation to the local curriculum development of the
academy to ASEAN community are interventional training to educate and correct
advice about the proper course development, administrators and teachers. Have a
good course curriculum management, to bring the policy into successful practices.
and supervision monitoring and evaluation for the data information to improve

planning/development of continuing education to ASEAN Community.
